Greetings, 

            I was born and grew up in Oshawa, Ontario. 
After I completed High School, I studied at Queen’s 
University where I graduated in 1981 with a Bachelor 
of Arts Degree majoring in Political Science. Upon 
graduation, I worked for a brief time at a small 
newspaper in northern Ontario before I entered 
Serra House in January 1984 while I studied 
Philosophy in preparation for the Seminary.  

I entered St. Augustine’s Seminary in September 
1984 and was ordained a Priest for the Diocese of St. 
Catharine’s on May 27, 1989.  

I have been the Associate Pastor at St. Alfred’s Parish 
(St. Catharines) and Our Lady of the Scapular Parish 
(Niagara Falls); Roman Catholic Chaplain at Brock 
University; and Pastor at St. Patrick’s Parish (St. 
Catharines), St. Stephen’s Parish (Cayuga), St. 
Thomas Aquinas Parish (St. Catharines), St. 
Elizabeth’s Parish (Wainfleet), Holy Rosary Parish 
(Thorold) and Our Lady of the Scapular Parish 
(Niagara Falls).  

I have just completed a twelve month Sabbatical 
during which I took courses at St. Augustine’s 
Seminary. I am involved in WorldWide Marriage 
Encounter, a Catholic movement which puts on 
retreat weekends for Priests and Married Couples.  

I look forward to serving the people of St. Therese of 
Lisieux Parish when I become Pastor on August 6.
